GEOSS Workshop for Water Security & Governance in Africa.
A three day AARSE2008 pre-conference workshop is planned and will focus on human capacity building for the Global Earth Observation System of Systems (GEOSS) and will provide the latest update on the implementation of the GEOSS information infrastructure. Special attention will be on how to develop operational end-user applications and actively work with end-users for informed decision making for Water Security and Governance. The workshop will provide a forum for discussing the development and operational issues of Water Security and Governance for Africa. This meeting will deal with user capacity building, in relation to the implementation of GEOSS, and will interface with other GEO tasks i.e., the DA-06-09 (GEO Best Practices and SDI), WA-06-07 (CB for Water Resources Management), CB-07-01e (Open Source), CB-06-04 (Geonetcast) and CB-07-01d (building regional capacity). This workshop will illustrate the overarching and transverse nature the CB component in the GEOSS implementation.
CBC7 meeting Tashkent, UZ (3-5 June 2008)
